However, in 

the case of some laboratory chemicals that cannot 

be treated at the facility, these are exported to 

Europe for treatment or disposal through a number 

of approved outlets. 

All wastes collected are tracked through a 

sophisticated bar-coding database system, which 

tracks all consignments of waste to ensure full 

traceability of all waste received from ‘cradle to 

grave.’ Our current waste tracking system is the 

result of over nine years on-going development 

and improvement, and handles all areas of waste 

tracking from customer quotation through to waste 

tracking, accounting and reporting. This system 

has the capability to produce detailed waste 

reports, which are used internally and by our 

customers.

We also provide Certificates of Disposal for the 

wastes that we collect, verifying that these wastes 

were collected and disposed or recovered in an 

appropriate manner, and in accordance with all 

Irish environmental legislation.

In addition, we have invested in an extensive fleet 

of specially designed vehicles, while our 

employees are highly trained in the management 

of these wastes.
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
